EH&WECFL rules in brief
1. (A)
All member clubs must be affiliated to a County Football Association. NB: Club Accounts will need to be submitted at the end of the season. 
Member clubs shall not enter other competitions (with the exception of FA and County FA competitions) without written consent of the Management Committee.

2. (A)
Applications by Clubs for admission to the league must be made in writing to the Secretary and must be accompanied by an Entry Fee of £25. (refundable if not elected).
2. (B)
The Annual Subscription shall be £25 per club payable on or before the 31st August in each year. Clubs in default shall be fined £10.
3.
The Officers of the league shall be the Chairman, Treasurer, Secretary, Fixture Secretary, Registration Secretary, and Referees Secretary. These will be elected annually at the AGM.

4. (A)
The league shall be governed in accordance with the Rules & Regulations of the Football Association by a Management Committee comprised of the Officers and 7 members who shall be elected at the AGM.
4. (C) 
The Management Committee shall meet quarterly/as often as is necessary to deal with business as it arises.
4. (D) 
Except where otherwise mentioned all communications shall be addressed to the Secretary.

4. (E)
All communications received from Clubs must be conducted through their nominated Officer.

5. (C) 
Each member of the Management Committee shall have the right to attend and vote at all Management Committee Meetings and have one vote thereat. No Member shall be allowed to vote on any matter directly relating to the Member or the Club they represent.

5. (I)
All fines and charges must be paid within 14 days of the date of posting of the written notification.

6. (H)
Any Member Club failing to be represented at the AGM without satisfactory reason may be fined upto £20.

8. (B)
All players need to complete the appropriate paperwork to register for their club before playing. No more than 2 players per club per match may be registered on the day of their first fixture.
8. (E)
Up to 30 players may be registered free, A fee of £1 shall be paid for each additional player.
8. (K)
Clubs shall keep a list of the players it registers and a record of the games they play.

8. (M)
A player shall not be eligible to play in any special championship (or cup) match unless the player has been registered for at least 21 days.
9. (A)
Goalkeepers must wear colours which distinguish them from other players and the referee. No player shall be permitted to wear black or very dark shirts. Shirts must be numbered.

10. (B) 
All matches shall be played in accordance with the Laws of the Game as determined by the International Football Association Board. Referees must order matches to commence at 10:30am and must report all late starts. The home team will be responsible for the booking of the pitch; they must also provide Goal Nets, Corner Posts and at least two suitable footballs for play.
10. (C)
Except by permission of the Management Committee all matches must be played on the dates originally fixed. Clubs may mutually agree to alter a fixture date with the consent of the Fixtures Secretary.

10. (D)
A minimum of 8 players will constitute a team for a match.

10. (E)
Cancellation of a match must be reported to the Fixture Secretary immediately.
10. (F)
A club may use 5 substitute players in any match who may be selected from an unlimited number of named substitute players.
11. (A)
The Fixtures Secretary must receive full details of the match within 2 days of the date played. (The league’s website www.churchfootball.co.uk has a results form showing all required details).

13. (A)
The booking of a qualified referee will be the responsibility of the home team. Should this prove to be difficult, the away team should be contacted, not less than three days before the fixture, to arrange an alternative.
13. (C)
Where Assistant Referees are not appointed each Team must provide a Club Assistant Referee.

13. (E)
Appointed Match Officials shall be entitled to charge the following fee (paid by the home team):


Referee £18.

13. (H)
Details of the match will include a mark out of 10 for the referee.

13. (I)
The referee shall submit a report to the Fixture Secretary giving the result of the match, the number of players in each team and the time of kick-off within 2 days of the match.
Discipline
The league will not impose its own fines for cautions. Any fines will be imposed by the FA.
Suspensions will be served as follows:

Three Yellow cards = 1 match ban.

Two Yellows in the same match = 1 match ban.

Straight Red for denying a goal or an obvious goal scoring opportunity by physical means or by deliberately handling the ball = 1 match ban.


Straight Red for any other reason = 2 match ban.

(all players will be given a clean slate after serving a suspension).
EH&WECFL Challenge Cup competition.
1. The competition shall be designated as the East Herts & West Essex Christian Football Challenge Cup Competition.

2. The competition shall be conducted on a knock-out basis as determined by the Management Committee and shall be open to the following clubs:

(A) Clubs in membership

(B) Guest clubs with FA affiliation so approved by the Management Committee

3. The entrance fee shall be £25.00 payable on or before 31st January. Clubs in default shall be fined £10.00

4. The Management Committee will appoint Referees for the semi-finals.  The Management Committee will appoint Referees and Assistant Referees for the Final.

5. The draw shall be made by the Management Committee who will also designate the dates by which the ties will be played. In all ties, the duration of play will be ninety minutes (45 minutes each way). In the event that the scores are level after ninety minutes an extra thirty minutes (15 minutes each way) will be played. If the scores are still level after extra time, the match will be decided by a penalty competition in accordance with the current rules of the football Association.

6. With the exceptions above stated, the Rules of the East Herts & West Essex Christian Football League shall, wherever applicable, govern this competition.
